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INTRODUCTION
Paul faced every unknown the same way—he pushed forward with his life-purpose, always unmoved, always on point.  Indeed, he models an important lesson for us—when faced with unknowns, believers must return to their purpose.  We can get so sidetracked by what we don’t know in a situation, that we fail to recognize what we do know and what we should do.  For Paul, the purpose of life was boiled down into two key goals, and he pursued those whether or not he knew what was ahead.
